Course Description: This physics course provides students with exposure to the fundamental principles and processes of the physical world. In this course we will focus and apply physics concepts. Topics include electricity, motion, forces, and energy. This course will be laboratory based where students will discover and verify physical laws.

Materials for class everyday:      
Calculator
Pencils and big eraser
2 inch 3-ring binder with 8 dividers
Each of the materials above must be brought to class every day! If you forget any of the above materials; you have the following options: 1) Go back to your locker and receive a tardy. 2) Purchase a pencil for $1(no change will be available)-all proceeds go to the Science Department Club Fund.  You will be unable to do daily activities if you forget your binder. Please come prepared! 
Late work: No late work is accepted. 
Make-up work: Students will be able to make-up work for excused absences only! Grading:        
The grading system will be as follows:
Tests 35%
Labs/Homework (Friday binder checks) 55%  
Quizzes 10% 
This scale makes up 80% of your semester grade.  The final exam is worth 20%.  The lowest quiz score, and binder check will be dropped each quarter.  
Binder checks will be on Fridays you have class.  

Class Expectations:
1. All rules in the Student Handbook should be followed while in this class.

2. Be on time!  If you are not in the room before the bell rings you will be counted tardy.  If you were with another teacher, you must come with a pass from that teacher to not be counted tardy.

3. Come prepared!  Each day you need to bring your binder, pencil, lab notebook, and calculator.
